Purpose:

Glenroy Specialist School will create and maintain a respectful and safe school environment which fosters educational achievement and excellence.
Aims: 
Glenroy Specialist School will emphasise whole school approaches with a focus on
- consistency and fairness

- prevention

- early intervention

- positive reinforcement for meeting expectations

- student and parent involvement

- the development of pro-social behaviours

Implementation:

· Glenroy Specialist School will adopt and implement the DEECD Positive Behaviour Support Program
· Staff at Glenroy Specialist School will expect positive, supportive and respectful relationships
· Students will understand the behaviour expected of them and any consequences of not meeting expectations
· Staff will implement preventative and early intervention approaches. 
· Where necessary, students will have individual behaviour management plans which include prevention and response. These will be devised in consultation with parents.
· Students’ positive behaviours will be acknowledged and, where appropriate, rewarded.
· Where appropriate, students will be involved in identifying positive behaviours and their implementation.
· Glenroy Specialist School will avoid actions and consequences that isolate a student from learning.
· Corporal punishment is explicitly forbidden.
Extreme Behaviours:

Where a student 

· behaves in such a way as to pose or threaten danger to the safety or well-being of others or themselves
· causes significant damage to or destruction of property
· is involved in the theft of property

· possesses illicit substances or weapons

· consistently degrades or humiliates others

· consistently interferes with the well-being or educational opportunities of others

depending on the severity and context of the behaviour, the school will

· Consult with the parents and other professionals working with the student
· Re-assess the behaviour management plan and intervention strategies
