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School Medical intervention processes for students requiring 1:1 medical intervention .
At Glenroy Specialist School we aim to provide the best quality care for each student whilst enabling them to have as much independence as possible. We work closely with each child’s family to ensure that they can trust that the medical intervention provided for each student will enable them to be happy and well at school and to fully access the curriculum.
For each student requiring 1:1 medical intervention at school:

· A medical intervention team will be trained by Royal Children’s Hospital staff and  will provide the necessary interventions in accordance with RCH training and manuals.

· There will be one  member of the student’s medical intervention team responsible for the student’s health support at all times whilst the student is at school

· The medical intervention team will follow school specific hand over processes between team members and will provide a written record of interventions, to  the person collecting the student, as part of the end of day handover.

· If the medical intervention staff member has any concerns about the student’s health, with a condition not covered by the care manual, then they will call for the assistance of the school nurse. If the school nurse is called she will follow the protocols outlined in the school Student Engagement and Welfare Policy. 
· The school must have current family contact numbers and another emergency contact person for each student as families  will always be contacted if we have any concerns.about a student or if they are unwell.
· If medical intervention team members are absent, every effort will be made to provide medical intervention for your child. If this is not possible you will be contacted as soon as possible prior to the event in order for alternative arrangements which will involve a shortened day or, in very rare circumstances, the child staying at home.

Any concerns that parents or carers have about the medical intervention being provided, or the management of equipment, should be communicated directly to the Assistant Principal Jane Fincham, similarly all queries concerning medical intervention training and organisation should be made to Jane.
Handover medical information relating to the student’s daily care will be given by the parent or carer to the medical intervention team member who meets the student in the foyer of the school in the morning. 

All other communication between home and school will follow the same procedures as for all of our students and will be in the communication diary
Drop off and pick up at school:
All students should arrive at school no earlier than 8.45 and be picked up each afternoon no later than 3.25pm. Medical intervention support staff are employed for the normal school day which is from 8.45am until 3.25pm  and as such the school is only able to provide the necessary supports needed for the students to be at school between these hours.

Parents and carers bringing children to school or picking them up from school must always sign the children into and out of the school at the front desk before the children go down to their learning areas. The administration staff are always available to help with this process.
If parents and carers call the school as they are arriving in the school grounds we will always try to have staff ready to meet the student from the foyer once the parent or carer has signed the student into school as soon as you have signed them in.
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
