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Toilet Training/Timing

Purpose:
· To compliment home-based toilet training where the family has a suitable toileting system in place
· To maintain a safe toileting process for the child and the adults assisting the child
Implementation:
· Discussion between the family and the Occupational Therapist about the support that can be provided by the school
· Occupational Therapist reviews the school equipment needed and any changes to the child’s Manual Handling profile before the end of term and writes a toileting profile
· Parents commence toilet training at home at least, but including, the  two weeks before the start of a school term
· Parents maintain toileting records for the home trial period
· The school continues the trial for the first four weeks of term, sitting the child on the potty/commode/toilet 3 times a day for 10 minutes each time
· The school and home maintain toileting records for this trial period
· At the end of the 6 week trial (2 weeks at home plus 4 weeks at school) the program will be reviewed
· Indicators for continue the toilet training/timing program include 
· the child using their bowels or urinating on the potty/commode/toilet at least twice a day
· the child being safe on and transferring onto and off the potty/commode/toilet
· the child not displaying any anxiety or adverse behaviours related to the process
